Staff-Ordered Texts


The issue of getting copies of staff-ordered texts has been vexing to some of our faculty.  For one thing, getting to look at them in BR-21A has meant limited access since it is also Richard’s office; we hope to get this changed soon.  


More significantly, if no copies of your book are available there, the only option is buy a desk copy at the Bookstore, then order the book from the publisher, and then return the complimentary copy to the Bookstore for a credit.  

Three exceptions to this rule are as follows:  Jean Bechtel gives a requisition form for the Bookstore to new faculty hires, to faculty whose course was cancelled and who had to bump into a different course at short notice, and to part-time faculty.  

Faculty who fall under those three 
exceptions are still expected to get a desk 
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copy from the publisher and then take that
to the Bookstore so that the Department gets credit in its budget.  


These policies have been carried over from the previous Department leadership.  If any faculty members want to change any of these policies, we are open to discussing 
new ideas, but the Department’s small budget does impose some restraints.  (
