Honored in June
Pat del Río, a valued member of our Department since 1968, has been honored by the Philadelphia Inquirer for her longstanding work with Philadelphia Young Playwrights.  In early June she was named Woman of the Week and honored with the President’s Award for Special Achievement, recognizing her commitment as a founding trustee of PYP and head of PYPs’ Literary Committee for 17 years.

Philadelphia Young Playwrights, founded in 1987 by one of our English Department colleagues, the late Adele Magner, is an award-winning program that teaches playwriting to students in over 40 public, private and parochial K-12 schools.  In the words of Inquirer writer Marilyn Russell:  “A leader in the region’s educational programs for youth and built upon its primary belief that all students have something important and valuable to say, Young Playwrights has enriched the Greater Philadelphia community, touching the lives of thousands of students, teachers and parents for the past twenty years.”

This summer has seen the passing of Charlene Leaver, our longtime colleague in the Department and an alumna of the College.  Charlene had moved to Chicago for medical treatment, and she died there July 29.   She was a student in the Honors Program here and then transferred to Haverford College—an educational path that her daughter Heather repeated much later.  After graduating Haverford Charlene worked for several years at CCP as an academic adviser before joining the English Department.  Besides her daughter, Charlene is survived by a sister.


Additional unwelcome news is the death on May 28 of Marci Resnick, the vivacious and much-loved wife of Steve Jones.   Marci’s funeral at Congregation Mishkan Shalom in Roxborough, attended by scores of CCP faculty and administrators, saw moving tributes to Marci by her colleagues and family, including Steve’s and her two teenaged sons, David and Daniel.  Marci taught for the Philadelphia Public Schools and later became Director of the Philadelphia Writing Project and Associate Director of the National Writing Project.
