Sample Test Questions for BHHS 103

After the incident occurred, people are trying to figure out why she would do such a thing.  Give possible explanations for her behavior using both the nature and the nurture arguments. Give enough detail to support your answers.

2. A sixteen-year old teenager comes to your center for help.  She is eight months pregnant and the father of the child is unknown because she was engaged in prostitution to support herself. Her mother had kicked her out of the house over two years ago, and she has been living with a drug dealer.  She appears to be a very bright person, but has not been in school for over one year.   Using the multidimensional framework identify one biophysical, one psychological and one sociological hypothesis relevant to this person that will be used in helping her.
