A15. Inspect and test fusible links, circuit breakers, and fuses; determine necessary action.

(Checking a fuse is the first item you should check when a component does not function.  They are easy to test, and confirm if power is available in the circuit. Using a test lamp is a good tool to use to check a fuse.  Some fuses are sealed and can only be tested with a DVOM by testing its continuity.  

(Remember NEVER check a fuse with a DVOM for continuity while the fuse is installed in the fuse box!

Remember, check the fuse on BOTH sides of the circuit, and the key may have to be on in order for the fuse to be tested.

(Power on both sides of fuse - OK

(Power on no sides of the fuse - no power to fuse (key not on, or battery not hooked up)

(Power on ONE side of the fuse - fuse is open (blown)

Remember, the battery must be connected and the ignition switch may need to be in the “on” position.

You will need to identify the fuses by looking at Mitchell’s On Demand based on the year make and model.
