No late homework will be accepted. There will be 20 homework assignments during the entire semester. The lowest four scores will be dropped. Each homework will be worth 10 points.

Final Exam: The Final exam will be comprehensive and all students will have to take it. The Final Exam will be worth 160 points and taken through WebStudy.
